
2023 ALL “A” CLASSIC 
NOTYICE TO COMPETITORS 

THE UNIVERSITY CLUB AT ARLINGTON 
SATURDAY, SEPTEMBER 9. 2023 

 
Format: 18 Hole Stroke Play – All Play will occur from the Black Tee Markers. 
 
Addendum: The ball will be lift, clean and place in the fairway only by one scorecard length. 
 
Drop Zones: Holes #2, #13, #14, #15, and #16 as an option for a ball hit into a penalty area. 
 
OB: Defined by White Stakes and/or lines, white perimeter fencing or public roads inside the boundary 
of the golf course. The ball is considered Out of Bounds even if it comes to rest on another part of the 
property if it crosses the public road. 
 
Red Penalty Area: Defined by Red Lines/Red Stakes that are movable obstructions 
 
Ground Under Repair:  Abnormal Ground Conditions…Defined by White Lines…Other areas of GUR that 
are not marked include: French Drains (trenches filled with gravel or other rock) ant beds or mounds 
caused by burrowing animals, or seams surrounding sodded areas, Tire Tracks. 
 
Embedded Ball Rule: Played through the Green. 
 
Doubt as to Procedure: If a competitor is doubtful as how to play a ball. A player may complete the hole 
by playing two balls, keeping score on both balls. The Player MUST report the facts before the scorecard 
is signed. 
 
Distance Measuring Devices:  May only be used for distance and without wind and slope. 
 
Automotive Transport: Only Coaches and Rules Officials may be transported. 
 
Pace of Play:  Set at 4 Hours and 30 minutes – Circle 8 is available, but may not be used in  team totals. 
 
Late to Start: 5 minutes or less – 2 stokes – later – disqualification. 
 
Team Ties: In the event of a team tie the fifth players’ score will be used to break the tie.  If there is no 
fifth player, the team that has one will be the automatic winner. If still tied, The USGA Method will be 
used using the #1 players’ cards. If a tie still exists, then the #2 players and so on. 
 
Individual Ties for First Place: A playoff beginning on Tee #10 and returning on #18. If a tie still exists 
then sudden death will begin at Tee #10, 11, and so on.
